Universities and Colleges and other Measures for the Maintenance of Standards in
Higher Education) Regulations, 2018. The UGC Regulations, 2018 do not have any
provision for regularization of services of temporary/ad-hoc teachers on permanent

basis. The college-wise details of the ad-hoc teachers are at annexure.
